Electronic bullying or cyber bullying is the use of electronic communication technology such as, but not limited
to, e-mail, instant messages, text messages, mobile phones, and web sites, to send or post messages or images to
embarrass, humiliate, spread rumors, threaten or intimate. Sending sexually explicit images electronically, even

consensually, may be considered as distribution of child pornography, and is to be referred to district security
and/or law enforcement.

The Board requires school officials to annually disseminate the policy to all school staff, students, and parents,
along with a statement explaining that it applies to all applicable acts of harassment and bullying whether it takes
place on or off school property, electronically, at any school-sponsored function, in a school vehicle, or by
students, family members or staff. The chief school administrator shall develop an annual process for discussing
the school district policy on harassment and bullying with students and staff.
