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I.   OVERVIEW / HISTORY  

In August of 2013, SCUSD’s Board of Education adopted Resolution 2758 initiating the 
transfer of territory from the Twin Rivers Unified School District to the Sacramento City 
Unified School District. In December of 2013, Sacramento County Committee on School 
District Organization passed Resolution CC-13-03 to approve and order the petition of 
transfer be granted. The territory transfer of 48.75 acres, resulted in a modification of 
the boundaries of the Twin Rivers USD and the Sacramento City USD.  The property, 
known as McKinley Village, is located on the south side of Interstate Business 80 near 
the American River and California Exposition. Approximately 328 homes are planned to 
be developed on the property, with an estimate of 148 K-6th students and 265 total K-12 
students.
